page 15) and the vaccination schedule at the back of the booklet
(EMBOAIAZMOI after page 91)

There will be a sticker from the vaccination in the book, a date, and any
EMBOAIAZMOI additional information that the pediatrician thinks important (look
below left). Sometimes they indicate the date of when the next
vaccination is due. Check the front of the booklet for any appointment
papers, and check with the parents, social worker or anyone helping the
family to see if they have scheduled an appointment for the relevant

vaccination.
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Some born outside of Greece will receive a yellow booklet as pictured above right. Information
will be dated and location of where vaccination was given. Refer to the list of Vaccine Names
for further information and clarification.

If the family doesn’t have either booklets, refer them to relevant social worker/coordinator of
camp to ensure that they get checked up and receive the relevant documentation.
